however, the general revenues and expenditures of San

Budget Units:
The classification of expenditures into appropriately identified accounting or cost centers

deemed necessary or desirable for control of financial operations. Except as otherwise
provided by law, such units may be devised at the discretion of the Board of Supervisors.

Current Expense:
A categorized term which includes the objects of Salaries and Employee Benefits, Services
and Supplies and Other Charges.

Fixed Assets:
Tangible assets of significant value having a utility which extends beyond the current year.

Note: Road Construction is classified as a Current Expense.

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INTRODUCTION

The financing sources reported by 57 county governments (exclusive of the City and Cdunty of San
Francisco) for Fiscal Year 1991-92 totaled $29,087,207,090. This total included both general county
revenues and revenues from county-operated enterprises.

The largest financing source categories and their respective percentages of total State revenues were:
1) State Government $9,223,427,940 (31.71%), 2) Property Taxes $5,714,686,080 (19.65%), 3) Federal
Government $4,806,005,041 (16.52%), 4) Enterprise Receipts $3,834,712,356 (13.18%), and 5)
Charges for Current Services $2,294,527,622 (7.89%).

During Fiscal Year 1991-92, California’s population was estimated at 30,262,094 (excluswe of the City
and County of San Francisco). As expected, the three largest counties represented approximately
46.93% of the population, as well as 47.90% of the State-wide financing sources for counties. ' Los
Angeles County, with 30.03% of the State’s population, reported 34.13% of the total counties financing
sources. San Diego County had 8.60% of the population and reported 7.32% of the financing
sources and Orange County had 8.30% of the population and 6.45% of the financing sources.

For the same period, the counties’ financing uses totaled $28,596,364,139, including cost-of-
government expenditures and expenditures by county-operated enterprises. The largest financing
use categories and percentages of the state total were public assistance $9,922,009,263 (34.70%),
public protection $8,970,179,377 (24.37%), general operations of enterprise activities $4,138,658,881
(14.47%), and health $3,182,359,541 (11.13%).

The three largest counties accounted for 46.25% of the financing uses. Los Angeles reported 31.89%,
San Diego County 7.67%, and Orange County 6.69% of the financing uses.

The 57 counties also reported long-term financial obligations of $7,591,999,300 for Fiscal Year 1991-
92. This included general obligation bonds, revenue bonds, improvement dIStI‘ICt bonds, special
assessments, limited obligation bonds and Iease -purchase obligations.

The City and County of San Francisco, by reason of its combined functions, is included with the
county totals in this publication only for assessed valuation (See Table 2), area in square miles {See
Table 1), 1990 federal census (See Table 1), estimated population (See Table 1), appropriations fimit
(See Table 14) and total annual appropriations subject to the limit (See Table 14). The general
revenues and expenditures of San Francisco are itemized separately in APPENDIX A. All of the
transactions of the City and County of San Francisco are included in the State Controiler s Annual
Report of Financial Transactions Concernlng Cmes of Cahforma




General County and Enterprise Financing Sources

The $29,087,207,090 total financing sources for 1991-92 were $3,680,676,398 or 14.49 percent greater
than those for 1990-81. Genera! county financing sources of $25,252,494,734 made up 86.82 percent
of the total, with the remaining of $3,834,712,356 coming from county-owned enterprise activities such
as airports, hospitals, refuse, transportation and others. ‘

General county financing sources of $25,252,494,734 for 1991-92 (exclusive of enterprises)
represented an increase of $2,969,769,773 or 13.33 percent over the prior year. The combined
property tax, sales and use tax and other local taxes produced 25.09 percent of the financing sources.
The principal source of revenue was State government with 36.52 percent. The Federal government
was also a major contributor with 19.03 percent.

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ALocaI Taxes - Property

The combined general property tax and special district augmentation fund revenues make up the
major portion of local taxes for county purposes. In fiscal year 1991-92 property tax and
augmentation funds totaled $5,714,686,080, an increase of $401,636,310 or 7.56 percent over the
prior year.

Due to Proposition 13 limitations on taxing powers, counties no longer have the authority to levy a
property tax rate other than the 1 percent rate and for ad valorem voter approved debt, approved
prior to July 1, 1978 or after July 1, 1986. The 1 percent county wide tax rate is levied on the full
assessed value, and allocates the resulting amount to the cities, school districts, special districts and
county operations.

During the 1991-92 fiscal year, property taxes allocated from the 1 percent secured and unsecured
tax rate amounted to $5,654,429,170. Ad valorem property taxes in addition to the 1 percent for voter
approved debt amounted to $60,256,910.

During the 1991-92 fiscal year, 57 counties levied supplemental property taxes. Supplemental county
wide secured and unsecured totaled $107,118,808. Less than county wide secured and unsecured
totaled $5,951,999. Supplemental voter approved indebtedness and prior year secured and
unsecured totaled $1,261,652 arid $70,381,000 respectively.

in many instances from a percentage of revenue from sales tax within cities. depending upon
agreements reached between counties and their cities (see APPENDIX B). . .

Property Transfer

The revenue is derived from a tax on the sale of real property; the rate is $1.10 per $1,000.00 of sales
value. If the situs of the sale is in an unincorporated area or within a city which has not enacted such
a tax, alf of the tax accrues to the county. If the situs is within a city which has also enacted the tax,
the proceeds are shared equally by the city and the county.

Transient Lodging (Room Occupancy)

The tax may be levied by the counties in their unincorporated areas. The tax rate and revenue use
are determined by county ordinance.

Timber Yield

The tax replaces the property tax on standing timber. The tax is on harvested timber only and is
assessed by the State Board of Equalization and proceeds are distributed to the counties according
to location and value of the timber.

Aircraft

The ad valorem property tax is one and one-half percent on the assessment of non-commercial
aircraft. The revenue reported from the aircraft tax represents the county portion after application of
a formula which provides that if the situs of the assessment is within a city, the proceads of the tax
are divided among the city, the school district and the county. If the situs is in an unincorporated
area, the proceeds are shared equally by the school district and the county.

Intergovernmental Agencies Revenue

County revenues derived from intergovernmental agencies during 1991-92 totaled $14,141,102,790,
or 55.99 percent of general county financing sources, Subventions and allocations from the State
accounted for $9,223,427,940 or 36.52 percent of general county financing sources. Federal funds
and Other amounted to $4,917,674,850, or 19.47 percent of general county financing sources.

For the most part, use of such funds was restricted to specific assistance programs, the majority of
which required county participation. For example, $4,372,491,513 in State funds and $3,983,951,753
in Federal funds were restricted to use for public assistance programs and administration,

Unrestricted revenue from intergovernmental agencies included $112,845,112 from homeowners’
property tax relief, $1,791,052,979 from motor vehicle license fees, and $929,853 from cigarette tax.

The counties’ total long-term financial obligations on June 30, 1992 were $7,591,999,300 or 10.53
percent over the prior year. Lease-purchase obligations of $6,395,799,529, made up 84.24 percent
of the total, with assessment bonds of $722,029,771, making up 9.51 percent of the total and bonded
indebtedness accounting for the balance.

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Lease Purchase Obligations

In recent years, and particularly during the last decade, counties increasingly have sought to finance
capital expenditures through methods other than the traditional bond issue or *pay-as-you-go®. One
of the procedures that has come into frequent use is the so-called ‘lease-purchase* plan. In its
simplest form this may consist of a non-profit corporation organized for the sole purpose of issuing
Certificates of Participation, then using the proceeds to build a structure on land owned by a
governmental agency. The corporation may arrange for conventional financing which is secured by
a long-term lease with the governmental agency which will use the facility. The terms of the lease are
sufficient to retire the financing and upon expiration of the lease term, title of the facility passes to the
governmental agency.

On June 30, 1992, there were 35 counties obligated to pay a total of $6,395,799,529 if their various
lease-purchase arrangements continue to termination. This was an increase of $671,003,886, or 11.72
percent over the prior year. All years represented below are as of June 30th.

Bonded Indebtedness

The bonded indebtedness of counties as of June 30, 1992 totaled $474,170,000, an increase of
$525,000 or 0.11 percent over the prior year. The total consisted of $101,077,000 in general
obligation bonds supported by county taxpayers, and $373,093,000, in revenue bonds supported by
revenues from programs financed with the bond issues. Bonded Indebtedness detaif can be found
in Table 8. All years represented below are as of June 30th.

Assessment Bonds

Uniike its counterpart, the general obligation bond of the county, the assessment bond represents
an unpaid assessment for public works, the cost of which is assessed against benefited property.
The most common are the Improvement Acts of 1911 and 1915. Under the 1911 Act Bonds, the
county has no obligation to the bondholders except to forward to them any money paid by the
property owners. Under 1915 Act Bonds, the county has a contingent liability in the case of
delinquencies, to either advance the amount of the delinquency or levy a limited tax rate on the
benefited area. In the event of an advance, the funds are eventually returned to the county. Total
amount outstanding for assessment bonds issued through the county, amounted to $722,029,771 on
June 30, 1992, '

Couhty Assessed Valuation

The net assessed valuation for the 1992-93 fiscal year grew by 5.18 percent over the prior year. Over
the past ten years, net assessed values have grown by an average of 9.53 percent each year. Since
the enactment of Proposition 13, locally assessed real property is appraised at the 1975-76 base year
value and is adjusted each year after 1975 by the change in the Consumer Price Index (CPI} not to
exceed an increase of 2 percent. Property is reappraised from the 1975-76 base year value to current
full value upon either, (1) a change in ownership, or (2) new construction, as of the date of such
transactions or completion of construction (only the newly constructed portion of the property is
reappraised). Thereafter, it continues to be increased annually by the change in the CPI not to
exceed 2 percent.
